H.D. McINTOSH TROPHY

In 1911 Mr HD MclIntosh donated a trophy for allocation by the Club as it saw
fit. The Club elected to use the trophy for the Overall Women’s Championship
which, as with the Men’s Overall Championship, was originally awarded on a
single Downbhill race. The trophy known as the HD Mclntosh Trophy was
awarded annually from 1910 through to 1950. The trophy was presumably lost
in the Hotel Kosciusko fire of 18 April 1951.
